Currently, 
the Goebel-Young Leadership Training fund 
supports the AAFCS Leadership Conference.  
By expanding this fund into a larger endowment, 
an annual grant will be generated and awarded 
to build AAFCS’ cadre of leaders through the 
Leadership Conference and via innovative 
leadership programs.

Chalkley-Fenn Public Policy Endowment 
– Public policy has been a hallmark for AAFCS 
during the past century and will continue to be 
one of our signature areas in the future.  The 
existing Chalkley-Fenn Public Policy Visiting 
Scholar program is a 10-week experience in the 
Washington, DC area that allows for a member 
to immerse in a current or emerging national 
issue to affect policy change and to educate 
AAFCS members about the issue and civic 
engagement.  Enhancement of this endowment 
will remove the cost barrier for scholars.  

Centennial Scholars Research Grant 
Endowment – Scholarship distinguishes AAFCS 
from other professional organizations.

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Board or Business Meeting: A board meeting or 
business meeting proposal may be submitted by an 
offi cial AAFCS entity (community, committee, affi liate, 
council, etc.), a proposed AAFCS Community, or a group 
related to AAFCS (FCSEA, CAFCS, etc.). Because space 
is limited, preference will be given to AAFCS entities. If 
a business meeting is to include a meal or refreshments, it 
is considered a meal function (see below).

Meal Function: A meal function proposal may be 
submitted by an offi cial AAFCS entity (community, 
committee, affi liate, council, etc.), a proposed AAFCS 
Community, or a group related to AAFCS (FCSEA, 
CAFCS, etc.). A meal function can include a business 
meeting and/or a presentation, such as an awards 
ceremony. Because space is limited, preference will be 
given to AAFCS entities. 

Showcase or Display: A showcase or display proposal 
may be submitted by an offi cial AAFCS entity 
(community, committee, affi liate, council, etc.), a 
proposed AAFCS Community, or a group related to 
AAFCS (FCSEA, CAFCS, etc.) and may include a 
special room set-up to permit demonstrations and/
or displays of materials and/or equipment. Design 
showcases, tabletop displays, and poster sessions are 
examples of showcases or displays. Because space is 
limited, preference will be given to AAFCS entities. 

Please note: Some invited showcases or displays have already 
been included in the Annual Conference program due to their 
popularity at past AAFCS conferences.  Individuals who 
wish to submit proposals to present in the Community of 
Colleges, Universities, and Research (CUR) research poster 
session, Higher Education Unit (HEU) undergraduate student 
research poster session, Community of Apparel, Textiles, 
and Design juried showcase and exhibition, and Community 
of Elementary, Secondary, and Adult Education curriculum 
showcase should NOT submit them to AAFCS as showcases 
or displays.

Event of Interest: A proposal of this type may be 
submitted by an individual AAFCS member, offi cial 
AAFCS entity (community, committee, affi liate, council, 
etc.), a proposed AAFCS Community, or a group related 
to AAFCS (FCSEA, CAFCS, etc.) and is a proposal that 
does not fi t into any of the above categories, but that the 
submitter feels will add value to the conference.

Because 
space is limited, preference will be given to AAFCS 
members and entities.

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FCS Experts Address Technology 
Benefi ts and Risks
During the American Association of Family & Consumer 
Sciences (AAFCS) 99th Annual Conference & Expo, 
Evolving Technology: Impact on Individuals, Families 
and Communities, in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, June 19 
- 21, 2008, experts in education, personal fi nance, health 
and wellness, human development, food and nutrition, 
and other areas of family and consumer sciences (FCS) 
presented strategies to help individuals, families, and 
communities reap the benefi ts of technology while avoiding 
potential dangers and risks.  They also participated in 
special activities to kick off AAFCS’ centennial celebration, 
and outstanding members, students, and FCS organizations 
received awards, fellowships, and scholarships. 

 Hundreds of professionals and students in FCS and 
allied fi elds from across the U.S. convened at the Midwest 
Airlines Center and Hilton Milwaukee City Center in Mil-
waukee for the AAFCS conference.  The meeting featured 
well-known technology experts and a variety of educational 
sessions on technology-related topics, such as decreasing 
cyber-bullying, raising media savvy children in the digital 
age, incorporating technology into the classroom, using 
body scanning to improve apparel sizing, and understand-
ing the effects of modern food biotechnology on health and 
nutrition.  

On Thursday, Dr. Douglas Gentile, assistant profes-
sor of psychology at Iowa State University and director of 
research at the National Institute on Media and the Family, 
delivered the keynote address, “Not ‘As Seen on TV’—The 
Truth About Media’s Effects on Children,” at the Opening 
General Session.  Gentile’s presentation examined some 
of the effects that the media has on children’s health and 
development, including brain development.  He described 
how the media can be thought of within a risk and resil-
ience framework, which allows one to understand how 
media effects operate within the context of children’s other 
risk and protective factors.  Gentile described several steps 
that can be taken to maximize the benefi ts and minimize the 
harms of the media on children and families.

Sheryl Nussbaum-Beach, adjunct instructor of edu-
cational technology at The College of William and Mary, 
presented “21st Century Learners: Hi-Tech Collaboration” 
on Friday.  Nussbaum-Beach described how the nature, use, 
ownership, and purpose of knowledge are changing in pro-
found ways as the people of the world are becoming more 

connected.  She recommended ways that educators could 
leverage these connections and changes to improve teach-
ing and learning in schools. 

Dr. Helen Lane, chief nutritionist and manager, 
University Research and Affairs, NASA Johnson Space 
Center, presented “Connecting Space Flight and Tomor-
row’s Consumer” during the Centennial Pacesetter Dinner 
on Saturday.  Lane explained how space fl ight research and 
technology development affect families through education, 
climate, physiology, consumer sciences, and commercial 
technologies.  She said that eventually more people will 
enter space fl ight as tourists, even though the living condi-
tions are primitive.  Lane discussed some of the consumer 
benefi ts of space fl ight, including telemedicine, artifi cial 
heart valves, and methods to evaluate skin care products.  
She said that NASA will be continuing research on the 
international space station and returning to the Moon to 
establish abilities to live off the Earth.

With more than 40 exhibitors in the Expo, attend-
ees discovered the latest FCS products and services at the 
exhibit booths, participated in exhibitor learning labs, and 
watched cooking demonstrations by Celebrity Chef Jon 
Ashton.  The Expo also offered research poster sessions by 
students and professionals, as well as an AAFCS affi liate 
wall of history to commemorate AAFCS’ centennial.

community service project blasted off at the 
AAFCS Annual Conference in June.  In less than 
a month, more than 100 members have already 
logged their volunteer hours on the SCOH 
website!  These hours have a total value of more 
than $2,500, and we’ve just begun this Centennial 
event.
 Member Rebecca Lovingood from 
Virginia was the fi rst to record her volunteer time.  
Rebecca volunteers at a local museum that is a 
member of the Association for the Preservation of 
Virginia Antiquities, one of which Rebecca says 
she is not—yet.
 As of July 24th, the Florida Affi liate 
leads the way with 61 total hours—but the much 
smaller Vermont Affi liate leads with .58 hours 
per member.  Among our Communities, the 
Elementary, Secondary, and Adult Education 
Community leads both the total and per capita 
hours so far, with 66 hours volunteered (.58 hours 
per member). 
 The range of types of volunteering refl ects 
all the ways that FCS professionals skills to serve 
their local communities.  Sarah Johnson (Kansas) 
uses her youth development expertise to volunteer 
with the local Big Brothers/Big Sisters.  Sharon 
Smith (Nebraska) coordinates community groups 
who serve meals to the needy.  Diane Smathers 
(South Carolina) puts her policy skills to work by 
volunteering for the campaign of a candidate for 
the state legislature.
 What about you?  Are you recording 
your volunteer time so your affi liate, your AAFCS 
Community, and AAFCS can get credit?  Will you 
help us meet (or surpass!) our goal of 10,000 
hours during our Centennial year?  Have you 
challenged your colleagues, or your neighboring 
affi liates?

The new Council members will work to support the 
purpose and mission of the accreditation program.  The 
purpose of AAFCS accreditation is threefold: to advance 
academic quality, demonstrate accountability, and en-
courage improvement where needed and appropriate to 
strengthen family and consumer sciences programs at the 
college and university level. A specialized accrediting 
agency, the AAFCS Council for Accreditation provides a 
voluntary external evaluation of units in higher education 
that represent the family and consumer sciences profession 
and recognizes those units that meet or exceed set stan-
dards.  Fifty-three FCS units at colleges and universities 
hold accreditation by the American Association of Family 
& Consumer Sciences.  

As members of the Council, Colyard and Stevens will 
review bi-annual reports from accredited units, analyze 
self-study reports, approve site visits, and act on documen-
tation following site visits.  In addition to these ongoing 
responsibilities, they will work with the other Council 
members this year to revise the standards for AAFCS ac-
creditation.

           We must continue to stress humanness in our-
selves and our fellows; recognize that values, beliefs, 
and attitudes infl uence behavior more than knowledge 
in many situations; and organize values so that we 
know what we stand for and why.  We must use our 
skills and learn additional skills we need. 
          It will not be easy.  But how many home econo-
mists chose the profession because they thought it 
would be an easy life.” (JHE, September 1976)
