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s vou read this newsletter it is

most likely December. You may

notice that the notation at the top
right corner says “Fall 2007, 1 know I
am pushing my luck here, but technically,
as long as you are reading this prior to
December 21, it is stll fall. Ideally the
fall Nefwerk comes out sometime in
October. All I can say is that “T've been
really busy!” Between the development
of the CFLE exam and the increased
interest in the CFLE portfolio process
in anticipation of the exam, there hasn't
been a dull moment!

For example, when developing the 2007
budget for the Certified Family Life
Educator ({CFLE) department, T knew we
would see an increase in the number of
applications received for the two final
portfolio review sessions. While we were
committed to the replacement of the
portfolio review process with a nation-
ally standardized exam, we knew there
were a lot of people who did not want
to take a test in order to become a CFLE.

We saw a nice increase in the number of
applicatons received at the spring review
— 54 as opposed to the usual 25 to 40
Bur realizing that it is human nature to
procrastinate, | knew we would see a
larger increase at the final fall review,
budgeted for 75 applications. We received
over 200!

We were excited to receive so rmany
applications, But we are equally excited
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by the fact that there is a great deal of
interest in the CFLE exam. Even before
the final submission deadline of Sep-
tember 4 had passed, I began to receive
calls and emails from people wanting to
know when the exam would be offered
and seeking advice on how they could
best prepare. The CFLE exam was
administered onsite at the NCFR Con-
ference on November 7 and was also
available at a number of specified sites
throughout the United States and Canada
from November 1 to November 15.
Three people took the test onsite in Pitts-
burgh, and another seven via computer.
Considerng that most of the information
about the exam wasn’t posted until the
end of September, we are quite pleased
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with that turnout. And we continue to
receive daily inguiries regarding the exam.
There is a great deal of information
about the exam on the NCFR website
but T'll provide a quick overview here,
